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The largest art fair in Japan, Art Fair Tokyo, which was first held in 2005 and has been a
driving force in the Japanese art market since its inception, attracted 139 leading/noteworthy
galleries from 34 cities in Japan and abroad. The fair was held at the Tokyo International
Forum from March 6 to 9, 2012, and welcomed a total of more than 50,000 visitors, more

than last year on the first day, and closed with a strong sales record.

This year, in addition to the photography that has been the main visual element of the fair
since last year, two new sections were added: the Films section, which is an attempt to bring
video works into the mainstream of the Japanese art market, and the Encounters section,
which introduces mid-career artists who are trying to break out into the world market. With

the addition of these two new sections, ART FAIR TOKYO will further expand and aim to

internationalize the Japanese art scene with a focus on Tokyo.

We are deeply grateful to our galleries, artists, patrons, institutional partners, and cultural
partners for making this the largest show of its kind in the Japanese capital, Tokyo. Japan is
a country with a long tradition of culture and cultural integration, and 1s also a repository of
culture that continues to incorporate and preserve the influx of culture from abroad. We will
present new artists and values to the world art market, and drive the further

internationalization of the Japanese art market while connecting the local and the global.
